Arrange your images
in order, then mount the prints on a poster board. If you are using digital images, you may create a slide show on your
computer or produce printouts for your poster board. Share your picture story with your counselor.

[_]b. Choose a topic that interests you to photograph for an exhibit or display. Get your counselor's approval, then photograph
(digital or film) your topic. Process your images. Choose 20 of your favorite images and mount them on poster board. Share
your display with your counselor. If you are using digital images, you may create a slide show on your computer or produce
printouts for your poster board.
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5. Discuss with your counselor the career opportunities in photography.
